Chairman, National Minority Commission Holds Meeting to Discuss Minority Community Issues
Chand_lgarh, 20 July: S. Igbal Singh Lalpura, Chairman, National Minority Commission, presided over a meeting
to discuss issues and challenges being faced by the Sikh minority community worldwide.
