1. Opening of the Meeting 

The meeting formally commenced with a warm welcome 

extended to all the esteemed participants. The Chair 

expressed gratitude to the members for their continued 

dedication towards safeguarding Punjabi identity and fostering 

cultural consciousness among present and future generations. 

The significance of the gathering was highlighted as part of the 

Association’s ongoing efforts to strengthen intellectual 

dialogue and cultural engagement at a global level. 

2. Purpose and Context of the Meeting 

The Chair outlined the objectives of the meeting, emphasizing 

the need to:
